1. StreetCar is a futuristic looking Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) vehicle, uniting the style and technology of the best in light rail design concepts, with the flexibility and affordability of automotive manufacturing techniques.

StreetCar was originally developed by The Wright Group working in close co-operation with the UK’s biggest transport group, First.  There are currently 39 StreetCar vehicles in operation with First in areas such as York, Leeds & Luton Airport.

2. StreetCar RTV is a development of the StreetCar concept which incorporates a diesel hybrid-electric driveline, an initial order for 50 of the 18.7m (62ft) articulated vehicles is destined to enter service with the Regional Transportation Commission of Southern Nevada (RTC) in Las Vegas later this year, as part of a USD $55 million contract.
